We promote good behaviour but there are sanctions for those who persist in behaving inappropriately.

For some pupils, with particular behavioural difficulties, pastoral support plans will be drawn up. Each plan will include specific support for a child at risk of exclusion.  The class teacher and a member of the Senior Leadership Team should be involved in formulating the plan, which should be shared with the child and the parents/carers. 
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
