The children will need to be in full school uniform with their jumper/cardigan over the 
top to make your child easily recognisable.  Sensible shoes should also be worn.  This 
trip is held both in and out of doors, so appropriate clothing and coats or a sun hat 
(depending on the weather) should be worn.  They will also need to have a packed 
lunch in a named plastic bag with a non fizzy drink.
