Things to know:

% Forest School is on a Tuesday afternoon. Each class will have a whole afternoon session every 3 weeks
starting with Indigo next week, then Sapphire and then Blue and so on.

% Our PE days are Tuesday and Friday.
% Swimming for Blue starts next Friday. Please see information sent out from Miss Butler.
