Enquiry Question of the week   
1.​ What happens when the pitch of a sound is varied? 

The pitch of a sound is closely related to its frequency. Generally, the higher the 
frequency of a sound wave, the higher the pitch we hear. This means that sounds 
with higher frequencies are heard as higher-pitched, while sounds with lower 
frequencies are heard as lower-pitched.
