We aim to include as many children as possible; however, if we receive more applications than spaces 
allow, priority will be given to children who applied last time but were unable to perform. Remaining 
places will then be allocated at random. Any children not selected will be given first opportunity to 
perform in our next term concert. We will confirm performers as soon as possible.

2026 so that we may prepare the running order.
