● Children have P.E 2-3 times a week and are required to come into

school on those days in their P.E kits.

● KS1 and KS2morning break time is at 10:45-11:05

● Every child is entitled to free school meals. Children tell their
class teacher in the morning if they are having a school meal or a
packed lunch.
